This is Martin
Luther King, Jr. He worked for the rights of black people
in America. Around his birthday, the third Monday in
danuary is an American national holiday. ;

One day in 1955, Rosa Parks, a black woman, was sifting on abus.  The bus
was crowded and the driver told her 1o stand up, but she didn’t give up her
seaf to o white man. She kept sifting. In those doys there was a law that
black people had to give up their seats fo white people when the driver told
them fo do that. She wos tired of discrimination. The police came and
arrested her. Dr. King heard about this and decided to lead a movement to
protest aguinst her arrest, He was influenced by Gandhi, so he chose a non-
violent way to fight. He and a lot of other people began to stop using the
buses. They walked., The economy was domaged because about 70 % of
bus users were black peopie. It ended a year later, but people went on other

non-violent movements.
Dr. King gove a very famous speech in 1963, It is known as “I have o
dream.” [ respect both of Rosu Parks and Dr. King because they didn't use

violence fo fight.

Gandhi moved To South Africa Yo work os a lawyer in 1893, It was British
rule at that Hime and there was o lot of discrimination.  For example, Indians
could not go out at night freely or on the sidewalk. There ware also hotels
that did not accept Indian guests. ' '

In £906, the Bﬁﬁsh made a low thut was even more unfair to Indian people.
Indions in South Africa got and stood up against the law. Gondhi decided
to a movement to protect their rights. His message was “Oon'y follow the
taw, but don't use violence, even you are arrested.” Soon the juils became of
Indiagns, and Gandhi himseif was sent there,

Finally, in 1914, after many years and much effort, the low was removed.
